Mayor and Council Public Hearing Minutes

The March 8, 2016 City of Brunswick Public Hearing was convened at 7:00 P.M. by Mayor
Karin Tome at Brunswick City Hall. The following members and staff were present: Karin
Tome, Mayor; Angel White, Mayor Pro Tem; Ellis Burruss, Carroll Jones, Harry Lashley, and
Walt Stull, Council Members; Bob McGrory, City Administrator; Milt Frech, Chief of Police;
and Carrie Myers, Office Manager.

Mr. McGrory gave a background of Resolution 2016-01 — Application for the Establishment of
the Brunswick, Maryland Enterprise Zone. Mr. McGrory mentioned that there are currently no
other enterprise zones in Frederick County, and that establishing an enterprise zone could help
with tax incentives, job creation, and investment in real property. Frederick County government
approved a resolution of support for Brunswick’s application last week. No public comment was
received.

Mr. McGrory gave a background on Resolution 2016-02 — Purchase of 40-42 West Potomac
Street. Comments were received from Jim Castle, 204 Tamarack Way, Current President of the
Brunswick Potomac Foundation; and Amanda McGannon, East A Street, Current Board Member
of Brunswick Potomac Foundation.

Ms. White made a motion to adjourn the Public Hearing at 7:14 p.m. Mr. Stull seconded, and
the motion passed 5-0.
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
